BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S BUDGET 10,626,270
 
Mr. Landry gave a brief summary regarding the Town’s proposed budget with emphasis 
on the OPEB liability, increasing energy costs, paving objectives and the addition of a 
full time Zoning Enforcement Officer. Mr. Landry highlighted some revenue sources. 
 
Chairman O’Brien opened the meeting for questions and comments from the floor.

Gayle Weinstein, Hills End; Ms. Weinstein speaking as a Weston resident would like to 
see possible cuts to health care and insurance costs without compromising town services. 
She suggested incentives to cut costs and possibly using the General Fund as an 
alternative.   
 
Margaret Wirtenberg, Wilson Rd.  Ms. Wirtenberg complimented both the Board of 
Education and the ‘groups’ or departments of Town Hall on doing a good job and would 
not want to see any cuts in the Town budget.

BOARD OF EDUCATION BUDGET 43,975,601
 
 
Chairman Ellen Uzenoff gave an introduction outlining the mission of the Board of 
Education stating that Weston offers a dynamic learning experience with quality 
education which includes but is not limited to excellent Fine Arts programs, Athletics and 
class size. The Board of Education and the Administration has proposed a cost effective 
budget considering 13 grades spread across 4 schools and what the schools have to offer.  
 
Interim Superintendent John Reed mentioned the continuing cooperation between the 
Town and the Schools is key. In addition to the traditional cost drivers of the Education 
budget the OPEB liability has been added for FY08-09. Although salaries/benefits costs 
have increased 8.7 positions have been removed.  Dr. Reed stated that the safety and 
welfare, excellence in teaching and learning and community partnership are essential to 
the Town of Weston.
