Mr. Solway came forward and stated that all the conditions of the Commission have been 

complied with and they would like the remainder of the bond returned to the owner.  Mr. 

Schwarz noted that the Conservation Planner has also recommended that the bond be returned.

ACTIVITY ASSOCIATED WITH EXISTING POND, PHASE II OF PERMIT 13-23 (CHRIS 

ALLEN, LAND TECH)  
Chris Allen from Land Tech came forward discuss the application, noting that Phase I was completed.  

He stated that the owners are cooperating and the fill was removed and he was there to supervise and let 

them know when they got to the right level of fill removal.  Mr. Allen stated that they have planted a 

wetland seed mix, the shrubs are in and the stone walls are gone.  He then explained that this next phase, 

Phase II, is the removal of the dam noting that there has been some sort of pond there since 1985.  Mr. 

Allen further stated that he does not want to mess with the dam because it will affect that whole wetland 

area and strongly recommended not doing anything with that dam as it will dry out the area.  Discussion 

ensued. 

 

Following discussion the Commission decided to receive the second phase of the remedial project.
