A. 2011/2012 FY actual vs. budget analysis 

 

The department is approximately $21,000.00 over budget based on the storms 

that they have not been fully reimbursed for yet.  Reimbursement for the storms 

should be about $50,000.00. 

 

B. Old Mill Road Update 

 

John Conte, Town Engineer, is working with different companies to get 

estimates on identifying and taking those trees down that are causing any 

hazards to traffic and site lines, there have been 26 trees that could be taken out, 

Mr. Conte has not yet received the estimates as of this date.
