Important : Beginning October 5 the Town Clerk’s office will be issuing absentee ballots.

Keep in mind that you can bring in your application, pick up your ballot, complete

your ballot and return it all at the same time after October 5th. No mailing required.

At this time you may mail your applications to the Town Clerk or drop your application in the Ballot Box
located outside the front door of Town Hall ( Norfield Road side) - not the library side

1 For the November 3, 2020 Election an elector can vote either in person at the polls from 6:00 am until 8:00 pm
or by absentee ballot

2 Due to the Covid-19 Pandemic , all voters have the option to vote by absentee ballot for the November election.

8. The polls at Weston Middle School will be open November 3, 2020 6:00 AM — 8:00 PM should you wish to vote in
person, but please follow the above guidelines should you wish to utilize absentee voting.

Frequently asked guestions regarding Absentee Ballot Voting
When are ballots being mailed out? Beginning October 2-5, 2020
Can | emall or fax my application? You can send your application in electronically however we must receive the
original application before election day for your vote to be counted.
Can | pick up my son/daughter/husband’s ballot? No you cannot handle any ballot other than your own. However you
can return a casted ballot and complete the declaration box on the outside of the envelope.
This does not apply to Emergency ballot applications.
Can | deliver my neighbor’'s application? Yes you may deliver the application.
May | have my ballot mailed to another address? Yes, in Section |. Make sure you enter the correct mailing address
on the application. Print clearly.
| received an absentee ballot, can | vote in-person instead? If you submit an absentee ballot but thereafter are able
To vote in person you must withdraw your absentee ballot in person at the Town Clerk’s office by 5:00 PM on
November 2". NOTE: this action is not required if you only received an absentee ballot but never submit it; you can
still vote in person on November 3".
How can | vote if | am out of the country? Complete the absentee ballot application and enter your overseas
address in Mailing address. Your voting materials will be sent to you electronically.
Once | complete the ballot how do | return it? We have a Ballot Box located at the front of Town Hall outside of the
building. Only ballots and applications can be placed in the box.

Helpful Hints
Print clearly when completing the application especially if you are having your ballot sent to another address
Make sure you sign and date the application at the bottom.
When you complete your ballot and seal it in Envelope B (the inner envelope) Make sure you sign and date
envelope B (English or Spanish) — ballots received without your signature are rejected.
If you have not voted in Weston for a while, if you are new to town, if you registered online and may require 1D
requirements check your voting status with the Registrar of Voters before you apply for an absentee ballot
Do not wait until the week before the election to request a ballot — this is a three-step process and you
should allow time to 1.mail an application, 2. have the ballot mailed to you and 3. mail the ballot back to us or
drop the ballot in the ballot box.
